Local Area Groups
ISSUES and ACTION that might be considered

1. Find, and perhaps publish, the best ways to access information and guidance on health and social care services in your area.


2. Support someone with a disability where they’ve been discriminated against, are at a disadvantage, or harassed in any way. 

3. Check the availability of dropped kerbs or accessible shops in the area, maybe deciding to conduct a survey and contribute the findings to a database.


4. Respond to consultations on local housing developments with the needs of people with physical and sensory disabilities in mind.


5. Develop links with organisers of local events, including Town Councils, to ensure participation by people with physical and sensory disabilities.

6. Consider possible cooperation with other relevant local organisations e.g. Residents' Associations.


7. Monitor local newspapers or town/village website to see if there are opportunities for UO to get involved or to build up contacts.
 
8. Consider action that may be needed to reduce pavement obstacles e.g. wheelie bins and parked cars.

9. Issues related to parking e.g. replacement of disabled parking bays by loading bays, or erection of “no parking” notices by, for instance, housing developers.!

10. Suggest children's books that deliver a positive message about disability to be shared with the local library and/or school.

11. Consider ways of involving young people.


12. Consider the potential interest in a local social or educational event and what would be involved in organising it.  Find local support.

13. Look for and offer support to local disabled people who are isolated, unable to get out, or unaware how to handle the problems caused by disability.
